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	MOULDING INFORMATION SHEET



Mouldings are not encouraged for use within the Sandhurst Club Estate.  Mouldings are considered to be of period/classical design, which is not the design intent within Sandhurst Club, which is modern contemporary designed dwellings with simple clean lines.
If you wish to use a moulding then it should be very simple in cross section, not heavily detailed, with the Committee advising the use of a simple brick projection being the more appropriate method of achieving a moulding feature.  Mouldings, if approved, are to be painted in the same colour as the immediate surrounds, the moulding is not to be picked out or highlighted with the use of a contrasting and or hi light colour, and it is to blend with the balance of the elevation treatment.

Should you wish to apply a moulding to the dwelling i.e. – door, window surrounds, then you must supply a sample of the moulding for assessment to the Committee prior to application of the moulding to the dwelling.  This application is specific and separate to the building approval.  Typical Moulding Details:    
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· Simple cross section of moulding suitable for Sandhurst Club.

· Simple Line, square edge
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The most appropriate detail is to adapt a simple brick projection rather than an applied moulding.

· Classical form mouldings would not be approved

· detailed lines.
